My family is helping me
as much as they can by
providing a place for me to stay,
but they don’t have the extra to
provide for my baby as well.”

“What money we do have needs
to go towards food and utilities.”

“My husband does not get paid
for another week and we are
running very low on diapers.”

“My husband works, but we do
not have enough money for
everything. We have a lot of
medical bills.”

Community Action requires an
hour long class and the WIC
department will charge based on the
client’s ability to pay.

7. We recently received information
from Catholic Charities regarding
their adoption program that is
based at Parmadale in Cleveland. If
you do have a client who might be
considering adoption, they can be
referred there. You will find all the
necessary information in our
community resource binder along
with other adoption resources.
